•    Once the dolphins have arrived  Hurghada  the cites officer has got the cites permit and the official quarantine vet. together with the cites officer  have  allowed the owner to captive the dolphins temporary in an emergency quarantine ( the available one ) for few days before moving them to a permanent one .
•    The Dolphins have been moved to their  permanent quarantine(960 m³) under  the supervision of a governmental committee ( Wildlife & quarantine Vets. )  in presence of NGOs particularly HEPCA , the dolphins will spend the quarantine period with continuous surveillance to be ready to move to their final destination.
